Scope of Application

In connection with the Invitation for Prequalification
 indicated in Section II, Prequalification Data Sheet (PDS), the Employer, as defined in the PDS, issues this Prequalification Document (“Prequalification Document”) to prospective applicants (“Applicants”) interested in submitting applications (“Applications”) for prequalification to bid for the Works described in Section VII, Scope of Works. Source of Funds
	2.1 
The Borrower or Recipient (hereinafter called “Borrower”) indicated in the PDS has applied for or received financing (hereinafter called “funds”) from the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development or the International Development Association (hereinafter called “the Bank”) towards the cost of the project named in the PDS. The Borrower intends to apply a portion of the funds to eligible payments under the contract(s) resulting from the bidding for which this prequalification is conducted. Payment by the Bank will be made only at the request of the Borrower and upon approval by the Bank, and will be subject, in all respects, to the terms and conditions of the loan (or financing) agreement. The loan (or financing) agreement prohibits a withdrawal from the loan (or credit) account for the purpose of any payment to persons or entities, or for any import of goods, if such payment or import, to the knowledge of the Bank, is prohibited by a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations. No party other than the Borrower shall derive any rights from the loan (or financing) agreement or have any claim to the proceeds of the loan (or credit).

	3. 
Corrupt and Fraudulent Practices
	3.1 
The Bank requires compliance with its policy in regard to corrupt and fraudulent practices as set forth in Section VI.
3.2 
In further pursuance of this policy, Applicants shall permit and shall cause its agents to permit the Bank to inspect all accounts, records and other documents relating to the submission of the Application, bid submission (in case prequalified), and contract performance (in the case of award), and to have them audited by auditors appointed by the Bank.

	4. 
Eligible Applicants
	4.1 
Applicants shall meet the eligibility criteria as per clause 5.1. For the purpose of applying the eligibility criteria listed in this Clause 4 and 5, references to the “Applicant” include all entities involved or intended to be involved with the proposed Works (including all partners and any of their affiliates that directly or indirectly control, or are controlled by or are under common control with the firm), specialized sub-contractors, consultants, manufacturers or suppliers (as mentioned in Form ELI-1.2 Applicant’s Party Information Form), and the personnel of each, for any part of the contract including related services.

4.2
An Applicant may be a firm that is a private entity, a government-owned entity—subject to ITA 4.9 - or a combination of such entities in the form of a joint venture (“JV”) under an existing agreement or with the intent to enter into such an agreement supported by a letter of intent. In the case of a JV, all members shall be jointly and severally liable for the execution of the Contract in accordance with the Contract terms. The JV shall nominate an authorized representative who shall have the authority to conduct all business for and on behalf of any and all the members of the JV during the prequalification process, bidding (in the event the JV submits a bid) and during contract execution (in the event the JV is awarded the Contract). Unless specified in the PDS, there is no limit on the number of members in a JV.

	
	4.3 
A firm may apply for prequalification both individually, and as part of a joint venture, or as a sub-contractor. If prequalified, it will not be permitted to bid for the same contract both as an individual firm and as a part of the joint venture or as a sub-contractor. An Applicant may have the nationality of any country, subject to the restrictions pursuant to ITA 5.1. An Applicant shall be deemed to have the nationality of a country if the Applicant is constituted, incorporated or registered in and operates in conformity with the provisions of the laws of that country, as evidenced by its articles of incorporation (or equivalent documents of constitution or association) and its registration documents, as the case may be.  This criterion also shall apply to the determination of the nationality of proposed specialized sub-contractors or suppliers for any part of the Contract including related Services.

	
	4.6 
Applicants shall not have a conflict of interest. Applicants shall be considered to have a conflict of interest, if they participated as a consultant in the preparation of the design or technical specifications or have been hired or proposed to be hired by the Employer or Borrower as Engineer for contract implementation of the works that are the subject of this prequalification.

	
	4.7
An Applicant that has been sanctioned by the Bank in accordance with the above ITA 3.1, including in accordance with the Bank’s Guidelines on Preventing and Combating Corruption in Projects Financed by IBRD Loans and IDA Credits and Grants (“Anti-Corruption Guidelines”), shall be ineligible to be prequalified, to bid for, awarded a Bank-financed contract or benefit from a Bank-financed contract, financially or otherwise, during such period of time as the Bank shall have determined.

	
	4.8 
The list of debarred firms and individuals is available at the electronic address specified in the PDS.

	
	4.9 
Government-owned enterprises or institutions in the Employer’s Country may participate only if they can establish that they (I) are legally and financially autonomous (ii) operate under commercial law, and (iii) are not dependent agencies of the Employer
.  To be eligible, a government-owned enterprise or institution shall establish to the Bank’s satisfaction, through all relevant documents, including its Charter and other information the Bank may request, that it: (i) is a legal entity separate from the government (ii) does not currently receive substantial subsidies or budget support; (iii) operates like any commercial enterprise, and, inter alia, is not obliged to pass on its surplus to the government, can acquire rights and liabilities, borrow funds and be liable for repayment of its debts, and can be declared bankrupt; and (iv) is not bidding for a contract to be awarded by the department or agency of the government which under their applicable laws or regulations is the reporting or supervisory authority of the enterprise or has the ability to exercise influence or control over the enterprise or institution.

An Applicant shall not be under suspension from bidding by the Employer as the result of the execution of a Bid–Securing Declaration.

An Applicant shall provide such evidence of eligibility satisfactory to the Employer, as the Employer shall reasonably request.

Eligibility
	5.1 
Firms and individuals may be ineligible if they are nationals of ineligible countries as indicated in Section V. The countries, persons or entities are ineligible if (a) as a matter of law or official regulations, the Borrower’s country prohibits commercial relations with that country, provided that the Bank is satisfied that such exclusion does not preclude effective competition for the supply of goods or the contracting of works or services required; or (b) by an act of compliance with a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations, the Borrower’s country prohibits any import of goods or contracting of works or services from that country, or any payments to any country, person, or entity in that country.

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1. Description of the Works

PLOVDIVTSI DAM – RUDOZEM TOWN

MIDP Project: Component 3: Completion and Rehabilitation of Dams
Completion of Plovdivtsi dam and the pertaining Water Treatment Plant

1. INTRODUCTION

The Project is located in the southern part of the Rhodope Mountains, close to the Bulgarian-Greek border, 14 km away from Rudozem Town. The dam is being constructed in the Iskretz river valley and is located directly above Plovdivtsi village. 

Plovdivtsi reservoir is designed for water supply of the settlements in Rudozem and Madan municipalities with population of about 40 000 residents. 
The construction of the reservoir started in 1998 and was suspended in 2001.

Plovdivtsi Project consists of dam body; upper cofferdam (built-in the dam body), shaft spillway combined with water intake surge tank, dam outlet, discharging gallery and Potable Water Treatment Plant (PWTP).

The dam is rockfill type and the material is obtained from stone quarry, located in the reservoir pit. The impervious element is asphalt concrete diaphragm (ACD) founded on concrete foundation slab. The concrete foundation slab is buried entirely into the rock bed. From the slab is constructed the grout curtain in two rows with maximum depth 35m. The diaphragm is conjugated on the both sides with the shells by 1.20 m thick filters and transition zones with thickness 3.50 m. The diaphragm has thickness 60 cm to El. 904.00 and 50 cm above this elevation. 

Currently, the dam has been built up to the height of 20 meters to elevation 894.60, which represents about 38% of the design height (47,35 m) and 20% of the volume of the embankments. The concrete slab under the ACD is constructed and it serves for injection of grout curtain on the one part and on the other for base of ACD. ACD in the fill is partially constructed and after the suspension of the construction was protected by layer of sand. The devices for Instrumentation System are built-in.
The quarry for rock material is in the cup of the reservoir lake and it was used for the fill executed so far.

Plovdivtsi Dam is located in the Iskrets river valley, immediately above the village of Plovdivtsi  and 14 km south of Rudozem. 

It is planned in the future Plovdivtsi reservoir to secure the water supply consumption for potable needs in the amount of 4,04 mill. m3 for the towns Rudozem, Madan, Srednogortsi and villages in these municipalities, ensuring at the same time the ecological flow in the river bed downstream of the reservoir. It is also planned the water supply water to be used for energy production by construction of a small hydro power plant, located close to the potable water treatment plant. 
The future dam and PWTP operator will be “Water and Sewarage” LTD, town of Smolyan.
Plovdivtsi Reservoir is a state public property and belongs to the Ministry of Regional Development and Public Works.
4.  SCOPE OF THE CONSTRUCTION WORKS
4.1. Dam wall
The dam is a rock fill with central asphalt-concrete diaphragm with height H = 47.35 m and dam crest length L = 228.44 m.  The waterproof element is the asphalt- concrete diaphragm (ACD) founded on a concrete foundation slab. The diaphragm inflects on both sides with the support prisms through filters with a thickness of 1.20 m and transition areas with thickness of 3.50 m. The diaphragm is 60 cm thick to elevation 904.00 and 50 cm above this elevation. It is constructed at approximate elevation 894.60 and is considered to remove ACD together with the appurtenant filters to El. 894,00.
The further construction of diaphragm is accepted to be realized by mechanization using special placing technique. The layer of asphalt concrete mix shall be placed on 20 cm tick layers, as together with asphalt concrete placement the material for filter zone shall be also placed. Using such technique of placement can be achieved better homogeneous connection between the asphalt concrete and filter zone.
The use of special machines for ACD construction is considered. By this way simultaneously with ACD placement will be placed the adjacent filter zones, which have a role of supports and thus preliminary formwork installation is not necessary.

4.2. Grout curtain
According to the document "Grouting Measures at the Plovdivtsi Dam, 1995", the grout curtain is two-row and follows the axis of the wall on both sides at a distance of 1.25 m. Drillings (Ø75) in both rows are staggered at a distance of 3.0 m.
4.3. River diversion during construction- discharging gallery
The gallery with length 225 m and constant slope of the bottom 3.46% serves for discharging of the river water during construction, and after the reconstruction of inlet structure for evacuation of the flood D/ S of the shaft spillway. It has semi-round cross section with width 4.0 m and height 4.0. The gallery ends with ski jump energy dissipater. The rated water flow Q0.01%=189.00 m3/s runs free of pressure. The gallery needs to be strengthened.
4.4. Morning glory spillway and water intake tower
The water intake is solved as in lateral rib of the shaft are constructed three water intake openings at respective elevations. They are connected with valve chamber by battery of three pipes Ø 300. They are installed on different horizons. The water intake openings are bilateral and are provided each with two fine screens
The structure is shaft spillway with height 40.0 m and diameter of the shaft 4.0 m. The diameter of the overflow edge is 12.0 m, and the outer diameter is 13 m. The spillway is dimensioned to evacuate flood with probability р = 0.01% and water flow Q0.01%=189.00 m3/s. 
The concrete of the existing structure is class B40.

4.5. Side channel spillway
Decision was taken to build additional spillway in the left bank of the dam. This spillway is designed to evacuated 75 m3/s, so the both spillways in total can evacuate the designed Qovf= 234 m3/s
4.6. Bottom outlet
The dam outlet is constructed of steel spiral-welded pipes Ø630/7. The outlet together with the water intake pipes are integrated in common collector casing. The route of the collector goes parallel to the discharging gallery, as at the end, prior their entry in valve chamber, the pipes are divided and entering in the valve chamber parallel each to other.  Heightening of the dam outlet with vertical part to El. 891,00m is considered in its initial section, as at the inlet section will be structured funnel for smoothly running of water jet. U/S of the dam outlet will be constructed inlet structure with trash racks mounted on the outlet for preventing entering of coarse floating bodies. 
4.7. Instrumentation system (CMS)
Instrumentation System shall contain adequate devices level, what gives the possibility for observation and estimation of the safe operation of the structures, gives the necessary data for the correct water management and possibility for compilation of long-term prognoses for structures use.
Taking into account the above mentioned, the type of the dam (rockfill with ACD), its height of 47m and the fact that it is founded entirely on rocky base, the following parameters of observation are determined:

· Geodetic measurements; global movements;
· Water seepage;

· Meteorological values in the region of reservoir;

· Visual observation.

4.8. Potable Water Treatment Plant (PWTP)
Detailed design for Plovdivtsi Dam construction and its associated Potable Water Treatment Plant (PWTP) is prepared in 1997 and updated in 2000 in order to be water supplied the towns of Madan, Smolyan, Rudozem and surrounding villages.
The rated capacity of  Madan PWTP is Qrated = 225 l/s, including the water flow for station auxiliary services (Qnet = 210 l/s). The considered water flow is sufficient to provide the necessary drinking-domestic needs of the towns of Smolyan, Madan, Rudozem and surrounding villages.
The following construction projects have been executed on the Site: retaining wall separating the Site in two levels; sand trap, sedimentation compensating poll (partially), transformer substation and sewerage shafts. A bridge is built up at the end of Iskrets River correction for access to the Site. 
4.9. Correction of the river after the energy  dissipater
River regulation includes section of the ejector D/S of the discharging gallery to the bridge at the beginning of the village. The section is with length 485m, and the total distance from dam body to the bridge at the beginning of the village is 512m, measured on the deepest part of the river. 

5. PLOVDIVTSI DAM STATUS
The modern conceptions for the implementation of asphalt concrete diaphragms impose the designing of new grading curves for filter zones, transition zones, rockfill and stone shield. 

In the next sub-items are presented the materials for dam construction – their source, characteristics and way of placement. 
The distribution of the quantities by type of earth fillings has been made in accordance with the design cross-sections and topographic image of the accomplished banks. Estimates of remaining quantities of earth fills are given in the following table.

3. Site and Other Data
1.  LOCATION

Plovdivtsi Dam is located on Iskrets River in the southern part of the Rhodope Mountains, close to the Bulgarian-Greek border, 14 km away from the town of Rudozem and in the immediate vicinity of Plovdivtsi village. Plovdivtsi reservoir is designed as an annual compensating basin, which designation is to provide potable water to the settlements in Smolyan, Rudozem and Madan municipalities. As Plovdivtsi Reservoir is designed for water supply, its design includes also the design and construction of a potable water treatment plant.  The last engineering-hydrological studies for the Plovdivtsi Reservoir are prepared by SWECOENERGOPROEKT JSC in 2012. Map 2 shows the location of the Plovdivtsi reservoir’s catchment and the basic gauging station on Elhovska River at the town of Rudozem.

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2.  ACCESSIBILITY

Construction site is accessible through the road Rudozem- Elhovets- Plovdivtsi. 

3. PHYSICAL-GEOGRAPHICAL AND CLIMATIC CONDITIONS
3.1. Brief physical-geographical characteristics
The reservoir’s catchment is located in the southern part of the Tsentralni Rodopi Mountain and in the south it borders with the Republic of Greece. The relief is typically mountainous, deeply indented, with high ridges and steep slopes. The average altitude of the catchment area is 1325 m.

The geological base in the region of the dam is built by volcanic rocks, namely rhyolites covered by quaternary formations. The soils are a brown forestry type.

The afforestation of the catchment area is over 90% so that soil erosion is negligible.

3.2. Climatic characteristics
Reservoir’s catchment area is situated in Continental-Mediterranean climate zone, South-Bulgarian climate sub-zone, East-Rodopi mid-mountainous and high-mountainous climate region. Higher elevations (over 1200 m a.s.l.) are in mountainous climate region.

The reservoir’s location determines its dependence on climatic conditions and relief characteristics. Due to the broken terrain great changes in climatic characteristics can be observed at a relatively small distances. Warmer air masses move from south through the valleys and saddles. They increase precipitation maximum in fall-winter months and the resulting river runoff. Winter precipitation amounts in the mentioned catchment are considerably higher than summer ones.

3.2.1. Precipitation

Precipitation and evaporation are basic climatic parameters influence on the water resources. Average annual precipitation amounts in the region are relatively high due to the higher altitudes. Precipitation masses from the south top the Rodopi peaks and rain in Arda River basin.

Annual distribution of precipitation for the mentioned stations is presented in tables 1 and 2.

Annual distribution of precipitation indicates the Mediterranean influence. The maximum of precipitation is during the winter (December-January), and the minimum is in August-September. There is a second maximum of precipitation in May-June. Winter precipitation consists about 30% of annual precipitation and exceeds the summer one with 5% to 10%.
Dry periods are observed at the end of the summer period and beginning of the autumn. The annual amount of the potential evapotranspiration is 500-600 mm as it exceeds 100 mm in July. 

The average annual relative humidity of the air is 67-74% with maximum in winter (74-80%). In summer (July and August) the relative humidity has its minimum values of 59-70% because of high temperatures and the drought.
Average annual air temperatures in the considered region are over 0°C except for January and at higher elevations – in February, due to the Mediterranean influence. In spring the temperatures begin to rise and reach a peak in July and August. The autumn is warmer than the spring. The absolute maximum air temperatures reach 39°C (Srednogortsi station) and absolute minimum temperatures fall to -30°C at Raykovo station.

Annual distribution of air temperatures at the stations of Srednogortsi, Raykovo and Smolyan are given in table 3.

Annual range of temperature is between 8,6 (Smolyan) and 11,9 (Srednogortsi) degrees Celsius. Daily range in summer is highest of 9 to 15°С, and in winter is lowest, between 7 and 10 degrees Celsius.

4.  GEOLOGICAL CONDITIONS

4.1. Geological-lithological structure 

The dam construction site is located in a valley with asymmetrical profile – inclination of the left slope 15-25°, inclination of the right one 35-45° and valley width in the dam area 50-80 m. 

The dam site area is composed of Oligocene magmatic effusive rocks, covered by quaternary accumulations along the slopes and anthropogenic fills from the currently constructed dam body.

4.2. Rock varieties

The ground is built of igneous rocks – a rhyolite mantle of Oligocene age (μPg3), covered by the quaternary formations.

Rhyolites – macroscopically they are grey to dark grey, fine to medium grained, porphyric. In the surface zone they are altered to grey-whitish and rusty brown, fine to medium blocky jointed.

The rock in the dam area and the stone quarry are defined by petrographic analysis as hydrothermally altered riodacites. Further in the text (outside the microscopic description of the rocks), the so far adopted definition of the rocks as rhyolites will be used, which does not change essentially the conclusions made about the geotechnical properties of the rocks from the base and the stone quarry. Moreover the petrochemical analysis determined rhyolites and riodacites as main rock varieties for the volcanic massifs in the studied area.
4.3. Asphalt- concrete diaphragm

With the carried out excavation works for the asphalt concrete diaphragm bed and for the rock fill dam foundation, the quaternary deposits were completely removed. With the trench excavation for the asphalt concrete diaphragm the strongly weathered rocks were overpassed, reaching slightly weathered to fresh Rhyolites, on which the concrete slab for the asphalt concrete diaphragm bed was placed.

4.4. Quaternary formations 

4.4.1. Diluvial accumulations (dlQ) 
In the dam section they are presented by sandy clay, light brown with angular rock fragments (from 3-4 cm to 15-25 cm), with different thickness, predetermined by the way of formation and geodynamics for their deposition. 

The diluvial accumulations are revealed almost everywhere on the left bank above el. 895 before the excavation for the cut-off (asphalt concrete diaphragm). In height, visually on the ground, they are established also above el. 925-930 along the ground slope.
4.4.2. Alluvial deposits (alQ)

The alluvial deposits build the floodplains at some places and the riverbed sections of the valley. Above the dam contours on the upstream side they build the meanders in the terrace widenings of the valley along the two banks. They are represented by different grain size gravel and boulders with sandy filler with thickness from 2.0 to 5.0 m. These materials were removed from the dam base and replaced with the rock fill for the dam shells.

4.5. Rock materials for shells – stone quarry


A deposit for obtaining of stone for construction of the dam shells is explored.

The stone deposit is located about 350 m south from the dam within the reservoir. It is a rock massif – a hill on the left bank of Iskrets river in direction from south to north with dimensions 160х140х75 m. From the east it is bounded by Iskrets river, on the west – by a small gully, a river tributary, on the south by a steeper section of the massif.



4.6. Geological-lithological structure
Rhyolites with Oligocene age (µPg3), overlaid by quaternary formations, diluvial accumulations (dlQ), talus scree (colQ) and anthropogenic material – blasted rock mass (left in-situ) take part in the geological-lithological structure of the developed stone deposit.


4.7 Quaternary deposits
In the stone quarry area they are represented by diluvial accumulations and talus screes along the slopes and alluvial deposits between the slope heel and the river.

Diluvial accumulations (dlQ) 
They are represented by sandy clay, light brown with angular rock fragments from 4-5 cm to 25-35 cm, with thickness 0,3-0.4 m to 1.2-2.0 m.

They are encountered on the two slopes of the rock hill (stone quarry), on the west one to the gully, where almost everywhere they cover the rocks and on the east slop of the hills, at places overlaid by talus scree. At places the diluvial cover gets thinner to 0.10-0.20 m and rock is visible along the slopes.

Alluvial deposits (alQ) 
They are represented by coarse gravel and boulders with sand filler between the heel of the east slope and the river. Streaks of 20-30 cm of more medium size terrace material – coarse grain sand – are not persistent in the slope of the right river bank. The latter are uneven in thickness and spreading.


4.8. Ballast for filter zones 
Sand material for construction of filters can be taken from Preseka rubble quarry. It is located in the area of Zlaotgrad town, at a distance of about 60 km from Plovdivtsi reservoir.

4.9. Materials for transition zone 

They can be obtained by mixing of sand fraction, produced from Preseka rubble quarry and fine material (refuse) from the separation of the rock material for fill.

� An individual firm is considered a domestic bidder for purposes of the margin of preference if it is registered in the country of the Employer, has more than 50 percent ownership by nationals of the country of the Employer, and if it does not subcontract more than 10 percent of the contract price, excluding provisional sums, to foreign contractors. JVs are considered as domestic bidders and eligible for domestic preference only if the individual member firms are registered in the country of the Employer, have more than 50 percent ownership by nationals of the country of the Employer, and the JV shall be registered in the country of the Borrower. The JV shall not subcontract more than 10 percent of the contract price, excluding provisional sums, to foreign firms. JVs between foreign and national firms will not be eligible for domestic preference.

Summation of number of small value contracts (less than the value specified under requirement) to meet the overall requirement will not be accepted.


� Substantial completion shall be based on 80% or more works completed under the contract.


� For contracts under which the Applicant participated as a joint venture member or sub-contractor, only the Applicant’s share, by value, shall be considered to meet this requirement.


� In the case of JV, the value of contracts completed by its members shall not be aggregated to determine whether the requirement of the minimum value of a single contract has been met. Instead, each contract performed by each member shall satisfy the minimum value of a single contract as required for single entity. In determining whether the JV meets the requirement of total number of contracts, only the number of contracts completed by all members each of value equal or more than the minimum value required shall be aggregated.


� Volume, number or rate of production of any key activity can be demonstrated in one or more contracts combined if executed during same time period. The rate of production shall be the annual production rate for the key construction activity (or activities) in any one of the years during the given time period.


� If the most recent set of financial statements is for a period earlier than 12 months from the date of application, the reason for this should be justified.


� If applicable


�     In this context, any action to influence the procurement process or contract execution for undue advantage is improper.  


� 	For the purpose of this sub-paragraph, “another party” refers to a public official acting in relation to the procurement process or contract execution. In this context, “public official” includes World Bank staff and employees of other organizations taking or reviewing procurement decisions.
